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      Distributio n and Use   of Funds Raised by   Share the Love for the Kids  Fundraiser  in 2021     As of January  25 th   our 2021 Share the Love for the  Kids Home Tour has collected  $44 ,500   to distribute to charities working with children in Charlotte County.   W e  are  grateful for the support from our community   even though our Home Tour had to be  cancelled   due to the COVID Pandemic .    The funds will   go  to 7   organizations listed below  and  will b e   used as follows:     Crossroads Hope Academy  will use their donation  to buy lockers for the dorms and front  office for the boys and the staff to keep the kids belongings from disappearing.  Monies  left will go to the expenses incurred in housing and  educating   the residents.     The Back Pack Kids  will   use their donation  to purchase   food  to  provide   nutrition on the weekends for   the   1,000 to 1,5 00  pre - school through high school  children they serve .  The cost of food has gone up  20% and the number of childr en needing their help has gone up.  They have no paid employees or  overhead costs.  All the money they get goes to food for the kids.     Guardian Ad Litem  volunteer advocates represent   255  vulnerable  children  in Charlotte County   and  these funds   will  help  provi d e   them  with  s upplemental /emergency   clothing,  tutoring,  birthday gifts ,   participation fees for camps and sports,  car seats and cribs or twin beds .  This year ,   due to COVID - 19 ,   they  are also covering   technology and emergency funding for families s truggling to put food on  the table.       CCPS  Homeless Education Project  is currently serving 258 student s , some facing eviction due to loss  of income due to COVID - 19 . Our funding   will be  used to pay for   brief hotel stays when there i s no  room at the shelter to keep families with young children from having to sleep outside   or in cars. The   funds will also help purchase   school supplies, clothing  and  food.  They will also  pay participation fees  for  field tri ps, school activities   and  senior dues and  assist   with college application fees.        Drug Free Punta Gorda  will   use their donation towards their   D - FY(Drug Free Youth) program.  It  is an incentive based program for grades 6 - 12 th at will reach 4,000 teens in   P unta Gorda.    The  student participants commit to being substance free and agree to have random drug testing.     The Society of St. Vincent de Paul  can use our   donation for   beds ,   mattresses   and bedding   for children  in families they serve in   Charlotte County who  did  not  previously  have a bed.      Healthy Start   plans to use their allocation on safety items  and baby essentials  for infants and  toddlers (ages 0 - 3)  and parenting curriculum w orkbooks   for use in telemedicine   sess ions.  The  COVID Pandemic has created a very stressful time for young families with children trying to work  from home or experiencing   job loss.
